3. Series of quick shots of Moonbuggy activites:

-CU Moonbuggy flying past the camera and throwing up moon powder. 

Wipe

-Two Moonbuggies tearing up a moon dune to the top in a race

Wipe

-A group of space suits gathered around—2 space suits high-five

Dissolve

4. Diners sit down to eat a meal in a luxious dining room. The entire back wall of the dining room is a pane of glass, showcasing the Earth on it’s axis and billions of stars twinkling beyond the horizon.

Dissolve

5. Fade into the Moonbeam lounge where a jazz band plays. The room is hazy with synthetic smoke, and the bartender is pouring drinks. A woman at the bar laughs raucously. 

Dissolve

6. A beautiful woman in a red dress looks over her shoulder at the camera, blows on dice in her hand seductively, and throws them on the table. 

Wipe

-The dice hit the table, roll and stop on double sevens. 

Dissolve

7. POV shot from a diving board over a glittering lake. The audience dives with the diver, and once under water, the beautiful landscape under the surface is illuminated by gentle colored lights. The lights change color every few seconds.

8. A woman pushes off a wall and floats in a room with an instructor. They are contorting themselves into complicated stretches and rolling through the air in what looks like a fluid dance.

9. Stock footage of Neil Armstrong landing on the moon

-His bootprint in the powder

-Planting the flag

-Waving to the camera

10. Closing shot of the moon dropping off below and shrinking in the distance. The shot becomes a POV shot of a child staring up at the moon.
